Arizona has seen significant losses in child care, having 
lost more than a fifth of its operators (nearly 900 
providers) prior to the pandemic.

Nearly half of Arizonans live in a childcare desert, with 
more than three children for every available spot.

06. Colorado
The need for child care in Colorado is growing swiftly: In 
cities like Denver and surrounding areas, there are 
childcare deserts that are affecting families negatively 
on a daily basis.

In 2021, nearly 12% of families with children five or 
younger reported unmet childcare needs in Colorado.

05. Georgia
Georgia is one of the fastest-growing states in the US, 
with a population that’s projected to grow by 17% 
through 2030 as more and more people make the state 
their home.

Despite significant progress, many families in Georgia 
across all income levels still face barriers to steady 
employment due to childcare instability.

Nearly 40% of the state’s residents live in childcare 
deserts, with some areas having three times as many 
children as there are available certified childcare slots.
